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5.FAQs

Q1: The base fails to connect EX pos.
Causel: EX pos WLAN is not yet opened.
Solution: Open WLAN via the drop-down box of EX pos.
Cause 2: EX pos is placed too far away from base.
Solution: Place and connect the devices within 20 meters.
Cause 3: The password of EX pos base is changed .
Solution: Input the correct password , or restore factory setting to get the
default password.
Q2: Why mobile phone can not search the 5G WiFi?
Solution: Check whether mobile phone can support 5G WiFi.

6. Notes

Prevent the terminal from sun exposure, high temperature, moister and other mean
conditions.
Cut off the power before cleaning the device and wipe the main body with dry cloth.
